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JOB CORPS’ NATIONAL PARTICIPATION 

 
Global Youth Service Day, an event coordinated by Youth Service America, is held each year in 
April to recognize the year-round service and volunteering efforts of youth and to promote youth 
as resources in their communities.  This event provides an opportunity for Job Corps centers to 
reach out to their communities, increase overall awareness of Job Corps, and most importantly, 
for students to give back to the community and connect with employers and community 
organizations.  This year, Global Youth Service Day took place over the weekend of April 25-
27.  
 

Global Youth Service Day 2008 marks the 10th year that Job Corps has participated at the 
national level.  Using the planning guidebooks and tool kits provided, centers have improved 
upon methods of event coordination to effectively increase student and staff participation, 
maximize work-based learning opportunities, and create meaningful relationships within the 
community.

SIGNIFICANT PARTICIPATION STATISTICS 
 

 
 6,106 students and 673 staff members organized and volunteered in Global Youth 

Service Day activities across the country, bringing the total number of Job Corps 
participants to 6,779.  

 
 

 Data reflect a total of 35 media outlets utilized by Job Corps centers to promote Global 
Youth Service Day activities.   

 
 

 25 centers reported that their GYSD activities benefited over 500 people while another 
25 centers reported a benefit to more than 200 people. 

 
 

 Although Job Corps students did not expect to receive pay for their role in community 
service activities, seven students were offered jobs from local employers.     

 
 

 A total of 50 centers, or 89 percent of participating Job Corps centers, reported having 
established new relationships within the community because of Global Youth Service 
Day activities.  

 
 

 35 centers worked with employers in high-growth industries, e.g., automotive, advanced 
manufacturing, biotechnology, construction, energy, financial services, geospatial, health 
care, hospitality, information technology, retail, and transportation.
