1. Purpose.  To notify the Job Corps community of the Youth 2 Youth:  Partners 4 Peace 
MLK Jr. Day of Service during the week of Jan. 16, 2017. 

 
2. Background.  Youth 2 Youth:  Partners 4 Peace, or “Y2Y,” is a violence-prevention 
initiative created and led by Job Corps students across the country.  Students are encouraged to 
take their message of peace off-center and to connect with their communities.   
 

MLK Jr. Day, observed Jan. 16, 2017, is a national holiday celebrating the life of 
American civil rights leader and peace activist, Dr. Martin Luther King Jr.  During the week of 
Jan. 16, the National Director is challenging all Job Corps centers to organize a Day of Service to 
honor Dr. King’s leadership, commitment to nonviolence, and life of service.

a. Begin preparing for the MLK Jr. Day of Service.  The National Director 
challenges all Job Corps centers to organize a community service event during the 
week of Jan. 16, which is Martin Luther King Jr. Day.

Day of Service by visiting JobCorpsY2Y.com to review the toolkit materials.  

 
c. Encourage Y2Y Student Ambassadors and staff advisors to participate in a
